Fish Fry

We could still use some help with our monthly fish 

fry. It is very popular and is an effective fundraiser 

for our parish.

The more people we have helping out, the easier it 

will be for everyone who is participating! We’ll have 

more flexibility if someone can’t make it and tasks 

will get done more quickly. Many hands make light 

work!

There are three tasks we still need help with:

 Cooking  noodles:  if  you  can  lift  and  fill 

pots, set a timer, and pack away cooked 

noodles,  this  is  something  you  can  do! 

About 2¼ hours to cook everything.

 Baking cakes: we use a box mix, so it’s a 

simple case of assembly and baking! We 

already have volunteers to frost them after 

they cook. Total baking time is about 3½ 

hours.

 Kitchen cleanup: following the fish fry, we 

have  dishes  to  put  through  the  washer, 

counters  to  wipe  down,  cardboard  to 

remove, and odds and ends to put away. 

About 1½ hours, or less with more hands 

involved!

Remember: helping with the fish fry is helping your 

church.
